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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR KCLGA SQUAD MEMBERS
EWGA is a member of Children in Golf, which is a partnership of Governing Bodies and golf organisations throughout Great Britain and Ireland.  Together each organisation has committed to work in partnership to ensure that the sport is one within which children and young people involved can thrive and flourish in a safe environment.

This Code of Conduct has been designed to ensure that all squad members have a point of reference providing the minimum standards expected when participating in Kent golfing activity (whether training or events).  Kent has a wide range of ages in its squads and it is therefore extremely important that all our squad members adhere to the highest possible standards of behaviour.  All squad members should ensure that they are fully conversant with the Code, have signed and returned it to the CTO, CJO or Captain and must strive to meet the Code at all times when involved with Kent.

Kent’s Code of Conduct requires squad members to:

· Help create and maintain an environment free of fear and harassment.

· Demonstrate fair play and apply golf’s standards both on and off the course.

· Understand that you have the right to be treated as an individual.

· Respect the advice that you receive that promotes the concept of a balanced attitude.

· Treat others as you would wish to be treated yourself.

· Respect physical, cultural and racial differences.

· Challenge or report if you observe any form of discrimination and prejudice.

· Look out for yourself and for the welfare of others.

· Speak out if you consider that you or others have been poorly treated.

· Report behaviour that appears to fall below the expected standards of Kent and EWGA.

· Be organised and on time.

· Not leave the designated premises without the overseers permission.

· Accept that these guidelines are in place for the well-being of all concerned.

· Treat Kent staff with respect.

· Observe instructions and restrictions required by Kent staff.
· Display exemplary standards of behaviour and appearance at all times.  You are an ambassador for your country, EWGA, your sport, your county and your club.

· Agree to abide by the EWGA anti-bullying policy.

You should not take part in any irresponsible, abusive, inappropriate or illegal behaviour which includes:

· The use of alcohol or illegal or performance enhancing drugs.

· Smoking

· Discussion or derogatory comments on the Kent County team and squad matters or individuals on Facebook, Twitter or similar platforms.

· Circulating information on team or squad selection before this is published on the KCLGA or EWGA websites.

· Developing relationships with Kent or EWGA staff which goes beyond that which is expected within professional boundaries.

· Inviting non-Kent squad members into hotel rooms when away with a squad/team.

Report any concerns you may have in relation to another young person, or the inappropriate behaviour of an adult to your overseer or the EWGA Lead Child Protection Officer, Kirstie Thirde on 07949 111924. 
All County Training Squads / County Teams / Players chosen to represent Kent will be decided by the Captain, CTO, CJO and if necessary other County Officer (as deemed appropriate) and their decision will remain final and where necessary confidential until deemed appropriate.

I have read the above Code of Conduct and agree to abide by the Code.  I understand that if I breach the Code of Conduct, I may be removed from the Kent and EWGA Training Programmes, lose associated rights and privileges, or may be sent home from an event at my own cost.
